• Small glossy leaves, 

flowers in April-May 

followed by red 

berries.berries.

• Closely resembles 

non-native 

cotoneaster. 

• Slow growing but 

durable once 

established.

Growing Requirements and Size:
Average to dry soil, full sun, 4” tall.
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Parthenocissus quinqefolia
Virginia Creeper

• A woody deciduous climber 

often used to decorate 

trees, buildings and as a 

groundcover. 

• Small greenish flowers in 

spring are followed by dark 

blue fruit that are relished 

by birds. 

Attaches with self-adhering • Attaches with self-adhering 

suckers (not roots) that do 

not infiltrate structures. 

• Elegant, medium green,     

5-parted leaves turn   

blazing red in very early 

autumn.

Average to moist soil, sun to full 

shade. 30’+ if given support.

• An extremely rare 

dwarf, ‘HB’ makes   

a softly rounded 

shrub form with 

tiny deep green 

needles.  

• Growing only 2”  • Growing only 2”  

per year, it is 

suitable for 

tucking into rocky 

spots or forming a 

low mounded 

hedge.

Average soil, full sun, estimated at 

2 -3' tall in 10 years.

• This small, but fast 

growing tree flowers in 

spring with  dangling 

white bottlebrushes. 

• Spring leaves evolve 

from green to purple from green to purple 

until it is much the 

same shade as non-

native purple leaf 

plums. 

• Flowers produce tiny 

green berries, which 

turn to deep purple.

Moist to dry soil, sun to shade, 

12-36' tall.

Moist, rich, acid pH soil, full to 

part shade, 15’ tall, up to 40’.
